“These estates feel
restricted and overcrowded. At
Buh-Rein Estate we have a dif-
ferent vision— it will be a place
where a healthy, active way of
living is encouraged, a warm
sense of community is fostered
and safety of residents is a top
priority.

“Clarendon Hills will
encompass all these values and
deliver a secure lifestyle where
green open spaces allow fami-
lies to enjoy outdoor pursuits.

tainment space faces lawned
garden areas with perimeter
walls ensuring privacy.”
Coetzee says buyers have a
choice of two- and three-bed-
room units and five layout
types. with units varving from

white melamine built-in cup-
boards which can be upgraded
to wood-finish coloured
melamine.

Kitchens will have built-in
ovens, hobs and extractor fans
and under-counter spaces for
dishwashers. Granite counter
tops are standard and buvers

kitchens and bathrooms are
tiled. Garage doors can be auto-
mated. .

Britz says landscaping at
Clarendon Estate will include
more than 60 large trees and
green pocket parks with indige-
nous plants. The largest park
